Years 10-11 Key Stage 4

In Key Stage 4, students' performance is evaluated, and International
General Certificate of Secondary Education (IGCSE) grades are awarded
with individualised learning targets. Assessments are designed to provide
students with continuous feedback regarding their attainment and
progress and teach the requirements for IGCSE final examinations and
assessments.

» In Year 10 - Students undertake an internal summative assessment in
each subject, which occurs at the end of each term. This forms part of
the reporting cycle.

» In Year 11 - Students undertake a progress assessment at the end of
the first term, a mock examination in Term 2 and final examinations in
October/November.

Students from Year 4 to Year 11 take the CAT4 (Cognitive Abilities Test) to provide teachers with valuable individual data that supports effective lesson
planning and helps track each student’s individual progress over time. All new students on admission sit for a CAT4 assessment. CAT4 assessments are

then taken at the following stages: Year 4/5 (Key Stage 2); Year 6/7 (on entry into Key Stage 3); Year 9/10 (on entry into Key Stage 4).
